Proponent’s Report

The First day started with a welcome address delivered by Dr. Diego M. Amid, principal of Quezon City High School.  Mrs. Veneracion SG Papango, mathematics department chairman, gave the opening remarks and was the one who introduced the proponent to the participants.

The Proponent started the training-workshop with an overview of the proposal, objectives, advantages and expected output after the three day seminar-workshop by discussing to them the timeline. A worksheet was given to asses their technological awareness before the first session started. 

The participants were given samples of Power Point presentation using the Liquid Crystal Display (LCD) and a laptop. There were ten samples taken from various lessons in high school mathematics, and the participants showed their appreciation and interest in the utilization of PowerPoint.  
The second day started with a hands-on workshop on the basics of Microsoft PowerPoint was done, and to get them be familiarized with the said basics, they were asked to browse the rest of the sample power point lesson presentations provided, and at the same time to look for topics that they can utilize in their present lesson or subject taught.

The next session was focused on the creation of the participants’ own power point presentation and they were grouped based on their subject taught.  They used the basic features discussed to them:  slide design, slide layout and drawing objects.  Presentation of their outputs was done after. Advanced features of Microsoft power point were introduced to them the next day to enhance their self made power point presentations.  Familiarization of the software used to create a test from a test generator followed, these include commands and procedures.  Each of them was given the chance to create a test using the Test Generator and a hard copy of their output was taken from them for file.  A worksheet was answered by each participant on how they plan to integrate what they learned from the training-workshop. An evaluation form was filled-up after to assess the success of the seminar-workshop.


The closing program commenced after the presentation of best works.  Mrs. Veneracion Papango gave an inspirational talk and tokens were presented by the proponent to the host school.  A laptop and softwares were turned-over to Quezon City High School Mathematics Department through the Department  chairman for the teachers’ use in the application of Microsoft Power Point in actual classroom teaching.  The proponent expressed her deepest gratitude to the host school and to the participants who gave up their family time just to attend to the seminar-workshop of which was a manifestation of their commitment to use Microsoft PowerPoint in their classroom activities.
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
